In 2010 SCI International will exist 90 years! A small prep team has been set up together to support and coordinate international activities/ events   in order to celebrate this great occasion. 
 

The main goal of this initiative is to celebrate the SCI 90 year’s anniversary and use the opportunity to create more visibility of SCI in the world, as one unified movement. The idea is to connect all the different activities that will be organized at branch level and at international into one international ‘anniversary campaign’ that informs all branches, activists, partner organisations, donors and other target groups about the SCI anniversary and the ongoing events in the whole world. This would include for example a special logo for the anniversary; a weblog with info about activities; a special SCI 90 years e-zine; a special T-shirt; a brochure about 90 years of volunteering for peace etcetera.  
  
The main international events are an international meeting for SCI activists in Verdun (organized mainly by SCI France) and the exhibition that is being prepared and developed by the International Archives. But there are many local events and activities announced by branches. Besides, the exhibition is a travelling one, so if your branch is interested you can organize it in your country as well. The Prep Team will be looking for funding in the coming months to support the exhibition and make it possible to organize the exhibition in different places worldwide.
