We are preparing for a proposal for an international design competition for the construction of "Cyclone Relief Shelter" which is the most necessary (project/ necessity) at cyclone disaster area as one of the volunteer projects in Bangladesh. This shelter also functions as a school, a day care center, a community hall and or a medical facility when it is not in an emergency situation.

There are many areas where the people are living under such conditions that they are not taken care by architects/engineers to live in minimum standard and to protect people from severe weather or disaster. In order to provide all people equally with minimum living environment, we like to ask talented and passionate architects/engineers or students in architecture to utilize their knowledge, techniques and experiences to the needed projects. The project shall be as part of SCI projects administrated and coordinated by project team initiated by SCI involvement.

The competition will be consisting of following two phases;

Phase I : 
Request for concept design based on basic requirement for the building.

Phase II : 
Request for final design for the construction by selected architects or group of architects who will be invited to visit and stay at the project site before they produce their final design. The selected architects or group of architects will stay in local community to learn local living condition, weather/climate, availability of the construction materials/techniques, life style according to the tradition, culture and religion.

This project requires big budget for the construction, for the reward to prize (this should not be as big as other international design competition) , for the trip to the site for the selected architects/groups, and for administrative cost. Therefore we welcome interested firms for their advertisement to support this project. We need sponsors for the construction of the “Cyclone Shelter” The key is that the project team is responsible for promotion and administration of the competition and SCI is the bridge between local people and talented and passionate architects/engineers or student in architecture.
