Volunteers needed for Intercultural Youth peace education project in North Wicklow:
VSI's Teenage Programme is looking for volunteers for a 10-day project which will take place in Greystones, Co Wicklow from July 16th - 26th 2010. 

The following volunteers are required;

Fluent / Native Spanish / Italian speakers who can assist with translation. We need one / two volunteers who can help translate during group activities on a number of days of the project. The activities will be non formal peace education workshops, and we will have two groups from Italy and Spain with low levels of English. There are group leaders present but to take the pressure off them, we would like additional Spanish / Italian speakers to assist with translating instructions and inputs from the participants. Volunteers must be able to provide 2 referees for checking. Hours will be 3-4 maximum on 4/5 days during the project. Train / bus travel to and from the venue can be covered. 

Kitchen helpers / cooks needed to help with the preparation of food, managing food supplies and stock-taking. The coordinator of the project will purchase the food, but we need a volunteer to manage the food for the project, set menus, and oversee the preparation of the food. A team of volunteers will help with the preparation of dinner each day. The volunteer is needed for approx. 5 days, from approx. 5pm - 7pm. They must be able to provide suitable referees.

Croatia Project seeks volunteers 

This project is organized for the first time in Samobor from 24/7-6/8. The partners are Volunteers’ centre Samobor and “Centre for youth education Lug”.

Volunteers’ centre Samobor (VCS) is a very young organization founded just 1 and a half years ago with the aim to organize voluntary activities and promote active youth citizenship. Active members from VCS will active take part in the camp. The centre for youth education is an institution where about 100 young people, between 17 and 22 years old, with mental and physical disabilities live. 10 of the residents will be there during the project period in the centre. 

International and local volunteers will clean and arrange a hall in the local “Centre for youth education Lug” where a multimedia centre will be set up; they will clean and take part in gardening the park around the house and also paint the house faces. Volunteers will work 6 hours a day.
