“Living in Dependence” Youth Initiative Project

The “Living in Dependence” project is a youth-led project which involves a group of young people aged 17 – 21, producing a short film about the experiences of young asylum seekers in Ireland. The participants are a combination of some Irish young people, and a larger number of asylum seekers and refugees. They are involved in all parts of the project - management, finances, camera work, communications, interviewing and so on. The young people have taken part in a number of residential trainings as part of the development of the project, including a 3-day Peer Leadership Training, and most recently, a 5-day training on a media, where they learned the basic skills of documentary film making, through practical activities and exercises. The aim of the training was to give the group the skills to start the realization of their Living in Dependence project. The project will continue until autumn 2011 and will culminate in a public viewing of the completed film.
