
FINLAND FI-KVT 1.3  FACES ETNOFESTIVAL, Raasepori  17/7 - 4/8  20 vols

 Faces Etnofestival is an annual multicultural festival that combines different cultures from all around the world and brings them to Raasepori, a municipality about 80 km west from Helsinki. The aim of the festival is to promote understanding between different ethnical groups and work against racism through music, workshops, dance, theatre and art exhibitions. The organiser of Faces is an association called Etnokult and it has arranged Faces etnofestivals since 1998. 12th Faces will take place in Gumnäs. Festival weekend will be 29/7 - 31/7. W: Vols will clean up the area before and after the festival, build up stages and help decorate. Work will be physically very demanding.

The institution WeTek Berlin g.GmbH develops concepts, ideas and exemplars how media-educational work could be arranged attractively and succesfully. 
Together with the youth media-club called “Experimentalbox-Jugendmedienklub” the media-centre Pankow offers an expedient freetime activity for children, young people and young adults but is as well a meeting point for families and seniors with media interest. BULGARIA CVS-BG 6.3 in VLAHI 04.07 –17.07.2011 10 volunteers

LOCATION: The village of Vlahi, municipality of Kresna, southwestern Bulgaria, in the foothills of the Pirin mountains  NATURE SCHOOL – VLAHI: Nature School – Vlahi is a long-term initiative, based on the principles of sustainable living, volunteering and environmental education. The Nature School is at the same time an organization and a real place, located in the village of Vlahi, Bulgaria. Over 7 years of mostly volunteer labour revived the old village school building, using traditional building techniques, combined with modern energy technologies (solar power) in order to create a demonstration and education centre for sustainable lifestyle practices and interaction with wildlife and the environment. 

THE PROJECT: The project’s aim is to develop further the environmental demonstration and education center – “Nature School - Vlahi” 

“Nature School – Vlahi” aims to serve as a Centre for environmental education for children, pupils, students, organized tourist groups and individual tourists as a form of eco-tourism;  Information and demonstration center for the sustainable use of natural resources for the local community and tourists; Centre for trainings, debate and seminars on topics related to eco-tourism, environment, biodiversity, sustainable development, and renewable energy for NGOs and CBOs.  THE WORK: The main goal for the workcamp is to build a wooden fence for our garden from local materials. It will require a lot of work, from gathering materials to actually making the fence. 

Finally, a smaller task will be the marking of walking paths between Vlahi village and the villages of Stara Kresna and Oshtava. This task is envisioned to take approximately 1 or 2 days.

VIEWS International proposes international projects (such as youth exchanges) founded by the European Commission to partially sighted and blind young people. The organization also promotes non formal education by giving these young people the opportunity to get involved in project management in order to acquire new professional skills and knowledge and meet different culture. This summer VIEWS is organizing a youth exchange gathering young blind and partially sighted people from Palestine, Morocco, Greece, Russia, Belgium and France. W : Many different cultural and sport activities will be organized. During the first week of the workcamp, volunteers will give their help during meals and activities. During the two following weeks, volunteers will work, together with young blind and partially sighted Belgians, in the center of Liège, on the rehabilitation of the VIEWS's offices that the city of Liège has just attributed the organization (in a specialized school). The work will be quite physical: demolition and reconstruction (isolation, renovation of walls and floors…).

S: Disability and intercultural dialogue. Meetings, debates, movies and various activities are planned to tackle those topics. 

SWEDEN SE-IAL 6.2 Suderbyn Permaculture Ecovillage, Visby 18/9-1/10/11 Vols 9

Description: Suderbyn is a 3-year old collective ecovillage initiative being built up on the island of Gotland in the middle of the Baltic Sea (www.suderbyn.se). It is an example of simple and sustainable living. The workcamp will harvest the gardens and preserve food for the winter. There may as well be planting of trees and repair of infrastructure/farm buildings using natural local materials. Extra info: Wheelchair accessibility difficult. Families with children welcome. The camp food, to be prepared by the volunteers, will be vegetarian. Type of Work: Work on various projects connected with organic garden, preserving food, forest meadow restoration, eco-building and bicycle repair.

Study Theme: What is sustainable living and how can a community be organised in a sustainable way? What role can transitions in culture, education and economics have in creating a new type of society?
