Application Process and Info

VSI views participation in an International Volunteer Project as one part of a process which includes application, preparation, participation and evaluation. 

To apply for an international volunteer project:

1. Please ensure that you have read and understood the programme description and conditions of service.
2. Complete Part 1 & 2 of the application form in capital letters with a black pen or type it, ensure you sign it.
3. Return the completed application form with the appropriate Project Placement fee (see below), cheques/postal orders to be made payable to VSI. Do not send cash in the post.  
4. VSI will inform applicants in writing when they are accepted for a project or if there are no vacancies. This will usually be within two weeks but in some cases can take longer.

5. Two confirmation slips are then sent to you with instructions to send one back to VSI and the other to the SCI branch or partner organisation who are organising the project (the address will be provided).

6. The Project Information Sheet, which includes more info on the project you are going to, is sent to you at least 4 weeks before the project starts.

Joint Applications
If you want to apply with a friend, please send your applications together with a note of explanation, including whether or not you would accept separate places. Although we do our best to find places together, we cannot guarantee it. 

Cancellations and Refunds

If you have to cancel your application, please let us know immediately. Once placed on a project of your choice, you will not be entitled to a refund of your Project Placement fee, apart from in exceptional cases. However, if we are unable to place you on a project, we will refund your fee.

Project Placement Fees 2010

VSI is a voluntary, non-profit organisation so we need to charge each volunteer a Project Placement fee. This fee includes administration costs involved in your placement, insurance cover while taking part in projects in Western Europe/ North America (contact VSI for details of cover and limitations) and membership of VSI for 2010. During the year you will receive several news bulletins keeping you up to date with VSI news, events and volunteer opportunities both within and outside of VSI.
