Youth Exchange Programme

During the summer 2011 VSI Teenage Programme will be involved in a number of different youth exchanges here in Ireland, and across Europe.

An Clochán, Ireland

2nd- 13th July, 2011

Young people from Ireland, Italy, UK, France and Slovenia will spend 10 days in Co. Clare, exploring identity, culture and sustainable development, through non formal learning workshops and practical projects. They may also learn some crafts such as pottery, dry stone walling, organic vegetable growing and so on. The young people will also have the opportunity to organize an intercultural event with the local community, to raise awareness about racism and intercultural understanding. 

Lunalpina,Italy

8th – 19th July, 2011

The project will take place in Lunalpina, a little farm situated in a village in the North of Italy and will involve participants from Ireland, France, Italy and Spain. The project will focus on the environment as well as on social theatre. Through theatre the youngsters will reflect about environmental challenges and they will work with the local community, creating a theatrical performance about sustainable development.

Expect the Unexpected, Belgium

22nd July – 1st August 2011

The theme of the project is “building self confidence” and will take place in Bruges, a city situated in the beautiful region of the Ardennes. The participants will take part in an adventure camp where they will learn how to make their own food and a camp fire, as well as participating in altitude trails. Through creative workshops the young people will create a booklet, containing all their final report about what they learn during the exchange.

Analog Magic Project, Spain

21st-30th July 2011 

Young people from 7 different countries will spend 10 days in Terrassa, Spain, reflecting about anti-discrimination and marginalisation through art and creativity. The participants will attend different creative workshops where they will learn how to realize a short film, how to make a pin-hole camera and Chinese shadows as well as attending a workshop of photography. They will work with the local volunteer organisations, organising a final exhibition open to the public.
