It continues to develop support for vulnerable people to meet changing individual needs and aspirations Botton is home to around 280 people including 130 with special needs. The village and its five farms nestle in Danby Dale in the beautiful North York Moors National Park. It's not far to the towns of Teesside in one direction and Whitby, Scarborough and the Yorkshire coast in the other.

young volunteers who may need some extra support.
